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Naga-Mandala: A critical Study

Girish Karnad is an eminent playwright of Indian English literature. Naga–Mandala is a highly 

imaginative play written by him. He focused on traditions and valued the ideas and beliefs he 

saw around him. He understands the fact that the social atmosphere in which a person brought 

up affects his/her thinking. He showed pathetic condition of women in India. This story Naga-

Mandala seems to end happily but it evokes many questions on the set, moral values and double 

standard of our society. It also leads us to think about the laws for male and female are different 

and that creates discriminations in their treatment to individuals. The story of Naga-Mandala 

apparently looks like a fairy tale but in the end it gives strong message. The Indian traditions and 

the people’s attitude towards rational thinking lead us to question our society.  

The title of the play: 

As mentioned in November 2011 Orissa Review “The title of the play is not the name of a human 

character, but it is that of a snake. As the name suggests, it revolves around a woman and a 

serpent. As this play is based on a folk tale, it could be observed that the serpent plays an 

important role as in most such narrations all over the world.” 

Title of the play suggests, it is a story about Naga – a Cobra and his love for human being i.e. 

heroine of the play Rani. The word ‘Mandala’ here means ‘surroundings’. Rani is surrounded by 

love and protection of Naga. He brings happiness in her life. Because of Naga, Rani gets love and 

respect of her husband Appanna and she earns the status of ‘Devi’ from the villagers. Naga loves 

Rani so much that he risks his own life to meet her. He helps her in a snake ordeal and saves her 

from disgrace. In the end when he sets Rani free for her happiness, reader feels the 

appropriateness of the title. 

End of the play: 

Naga-Mandala is a play that provides aesthetic pleasure and a refreshing change to the routine 

story that we read. This is a story of a married woman who is ill-treated by her husband. To win 

his love Rani tries ‘magical roots’ given by her well-wisher Kurudavva. In turn of events, Naga 

falls in love with her and gradually Rani gets her husband and lover both. From here, the story 
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develops unusually with two different ends. In first end, Naga dies but as this end is not accepted 

by the Man and Flames, Story moves on and gives another end, in which Rani lives happily with 

child, husband and Naga. Now reader is confused, whether this end is justified or not. This end 

is debatable. Rani knows the truth, Appanna knows the truth, in fact reader too is aware about 

the real situation, then is it right to accept Rani as a faithful wife? When we read about Indian 

traditions and moral values, is it common to accept this type of end?  

Plot construction: 

As Dr. T. E. Rao expresses, Karnad does not take the myths in their entirety, he takes only 

fragments that are useful to him and the rest he supplements with his imagination to make his 

plots interesting. His interest was not in recreating old myths and legends but in representing 

them to suit his artistic purpose. 

Naga-Mandala is divided into three parts: Prologue, Act 1 and Act 2. All the parts are interwoven. 

The major theme of the play is about Rani’s life. Her misery, entry of Naga in her life, confusion 

and finally the happy state of life. Prologue is very different and dramatic, it gives the base of 

the story. It provides base to the two Acts. The story itself is a character here. She adds Flames 

in her conversation and that suggests social scenario. They talk about selfish, greedy and lustful 

people. They criticized the world around them. They start talking about Rani and that brings 

emotions in play. Girish karnad writes two different ends. 

There is a sub plot of kurudavva, she gives ‘magical root’ to Rani that provides progress to the 

story but still this sub plot is ignored as it remains incomplete in the end. We do not get any 

hints or information about kurudavva or Kappanna.  

V. Rangan says: 

 “A story is born and grows; it has life. Each story has an independent existence, and a distinctive 

character. All story tellers are ancient mariners cursed to keep the story alive.” 

Characterization: 

In Naga-Mandala we find common people as the main character. They are presented with their 

strengths and weaknesses. Karnad gave them rustic touch. Indianness is the essence of the play. 

We find oppressed women, low moral life of people and male dominance in society.  

“Yes, there is. Give me poison instead. Kill me right here. At least I’ll be spared the humiliation. 

Won’t the cobra bite me the moment I touch it? I’ll lie like your dog and your mongoose.” 

Rani, the main character of the play is developed with all details. She is a normal Indian girl who 

wants to lead happy life with her husband and children. She suffers due to her misfortune and 
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circumstances. In a gradual development, a little girl who is brought up in protective 

environment, she goes to her husband’s place and the problem starts. She is totally ignorant 

about relationship between a man and a woman. She is tortured by her husband. She is too 

naive, timid and scarred by the reality. She craves for happiness. She remembers the happy time 

she spent with her parents. She wants to return to their home. In a patriarchal society, Rani is 

always subordinated and treated as a second sex by Appanna. She could not react in front 

Appanna.  

Rani is confused by Appanna’s inhuman behavior during day and affectionate behavior during 

night. She makes out there is something unusual and when reality is confirmed that she lived 

with two different Appannas, she continues to live happily with them. Here reader is confused 

and suspects Rani’s sincerity.  

Appanna is not main character but still he has very important role to play. His role creates 

circumstances for the progression of story. Appanna has to behave as a harsh, pitiless and 

unfaithful husband and on other hand, Naga turned into, Appanna behaves as a loving, caring, 

emotional and affectionate lover. Girish karnad portrayed both the Appanna successfully. When 

husband beats wife and doubts her chastity, we see typical ill-mannered Indian man. At the 

same time, a lover who fights all the dangers to meet his beloved, we see the real man who is 

deeply in love. This is Karnad’s sense of characterization. There are other characters like 

Kurudavva, Kappanna and villagers. He used special characters like Man who is writer, Story, 

Song and Flames are personified and they converse about people and make the reader aware 

of social scenario including traditional life style and misbeliefs where male members rule the 

world.   

Naga-Mandala as a Social play 

A. Jaganmohana Chari expresses views in this context: 

“The dichotomy of lover and husband is in the tradition she has inherited. When she discovers 

in her experience in the end the difference between Naga’s love and that of her husband the 

feeling of experience hardly crosses the threshold of her consciousness because her experience 

of her head or her conscience hardly matters in the world of patriarchal hegemony”. 

As it is said, literature is the mirror of the society, this play too reflects our society. Karnad’s 

sharp observations depict some of the facts that he found in real life. In Naga-Mandala the main 

characters reflect the traditional atmosphere that we find around us. When we see Rani and 

Appanna as a husband and a wife, the sense prevails in our society is: Appanna’s moral 
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degradation can be pardoned but Rani is forced to prove her chastity. Rani’s parents looked for 

a wealthy boy, in that case financial condition is more important than moral values. Rani was a 

captive in her house – ‘locked up like a caged bird’. Rani longs to have flight and freedom from 

the cruel clutches of Appanna. Story and Flames discussed the condition of people and not only 

that they discussed personal life of people too, by this Karnad shows the general tendency of 

human nature to take interest in others’ lives. In this play we see almost all the virtues and vices 

that prevailed in society, which draw our attention and make us think when will we develop 

healthy attitude towards social issues.  

Technical devices: 

As mentioned in the beginning, Naga-Mandala is very imaginative play. Girish Karnad used 

various technical devices to enhance the effectiveness of the play. The main theme is taken from 

myth and the characters like the Man, the Story, the Song, the Flames are personified. He used 

elements like Death, Curse, Magical Roots, Trial, Incarnation of a character and Supernatural 

Power etc. from the ancient literature.  

Conclusion:   

Jyoti Sahi writes: “Girish Karnad’s art can be described as a vision of reality”. It can be concluded 

that, though the ending of Naga-Mandala is not within the orthodoxy of Indian epic texts, the 

play must be studied and interpreted not only by keeping elements of religious philosophy as 

points of reference, but also by taking into account the cultural context of the Indian woman of 

today who seeks to fulfil her needs and aspirations.

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POVERTY AND EMPLOYMENT IN INDIA

Introduction: 

Poverty can be defined as a social phenomenon in which a section of the society is unable to 

fulfill even its basic necessities of life. When a substantial segment of a society is deprived of the 

minimum level of living and continues at a bare subsistence level, that society is said to be 

plagued with mass poverty. Attempts have been made in all societies to define poverty, but all 

of them are conditioned by the vision of minimum or good life obtaining in society. For instance, 

the concept of poverty in the U.S.A. would be significantly different from that in India because 

the average person is able to afford a much higher level of living in the United States. There is 

an efforts in all definitions of poverty to approach the average level of  living in a society and 

such these definitions reflect the existence of inequalities in a society and the extent to which 

different societies are prepared to tolerate them. For instance, in India, the generally accepted 

definition of poverty emphasis minimum level of living rather than a reasonable level of living. 

This attitude is borne out of a realization that it would not be possible to provide even a 

minimum quantum of basic needs for some decades and therefore, to talk about a reasonable 

level of living or good life may appear to be wishful thinking at the present stage. 

 

 Two types of standards are common in economic literature: the absolute and the relative. 

In the absolute standard, the minimum physical quantities of cereals, pulse, milk, butter etc. are 

determined for a subsistence level and then the price quotations convert ion to monetary the 

physical quantities.          

 

Definition: 

1. Mr. P.D. Ohja: Estimated the number of person below the poverty line on the basisi of an 

average calories intake of 2,250 per capital per day. This entailed monthly per capital 
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consumption expenditure of Rs.15-18 (1960-61 prices) in urban areas and of Rs.8-11 in 

rural areas. 

2. Dr. V.M. Dandekar and Mr. NilkanthaRath: Estimated the value of the diet with 2,250 

calories as the desired minimum level of nutrition. They suggested that whereas the 

planning commission accepts Rs.20 per capital per month (or Rs.240 per annum.) 

3. GauravDatt: The World Bank has made a study of poverty in India for the period 1951-

1992 using NSS data. The poverty line is based on nutritional norm of per capital daily 

intake of 2400 calories in rural areas and 2100 calories for urban areas. 

Poverty and inclusive growth: 

Incidence of poverty is estimated by the planning commission on the basis of quinquennial large 

sample. Sample surveys on house hold customer expenditure conducted by the National Sample 

Survey Organization (NSSO). The Uniform Recall Period (URP) consumption distribution data on 

NSS 61st Round yields a poverty ratio of 28.3 percent in rural areas 25.7 percent in urban areas 

and 27.5 percent for country as a whole in 2004-05. The corresponding poverty ratio from the 

mixed recall period (MRP) consumption distribution data are 21.8 percent for rural areas, 27.7 

percent for urban areas and21.8 percent for country as a whole. While the former consumption 

data uses 30 day recall period for an items of consumption, the latter uses 365 day reference 

period for five infrequently purchased nonfood items, namely, clothing, foot ware, durable 

goods, education and institutional medical expenses and 30 day reference period for remaining 

items. The percentage of poor in 2004-05 estimated from URP consumption distribution of NSS 

31st round of consumer expenditure data are comparable with the poverty estimated of 1993-

94 50th round) which was 36 percent for country as a whole. The percentage of poor in 2004-05 

estimated from MRP consumption distribution of NSS 61st round of consumer expenditure data 

are roughly comparable with the poverty estimates of 1999-2000 (55th round) which was 26.1 

percent for the country as a whole. 

Consumption patterns below and above poverty line: 

There are concerns about vulnerability of people who have crossed the poverty line and are at 

present above it. Vulnerability is a relative term and could be gauged from the consumption 

patterns.

Given meager resources, higher share of expenditure on food items, which indicative of 

vulnerability to some extent. The average per capital consumption expenditure for rural and 

urban population as per 2004-05 is Rs.558.78 and Rs.1, 052.36 respectively. NSSO data also 

reveals that rural population on an average spends about 55 percent of its consumption on food 

and remaining 45 percent on non-food items. 

Food Availability and Hunger: 
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On the basic of NSSO data for various round. It is observed that reporting of inadequate food 

has also come down between 1993-94 and 2004-05 with 1.9 percent households reporting 

inadequate food availability for the country as a whole in 2004-05 as against 4.2 percent 

household in 1993-94. Of these 1.5 percent households reported inadequate food for some 

months while 0.3 percent reported inadequate food for all months. Further rural households 

accounted for a predominate share of inadequate food availability. 

 

Poverty alleviation and employment generation programmes: 

Poverty reduction has been an important goal of   development policy since the inception of 

planning in India. Various anti-poverty, employment generation and basic services programmes 

are being implemented at present. The ongoing reforms attach great importance to removal of 

poverty and addressing specifically the wide variations across states at the rural-urban divide. 

 

Employment: 

Last year the economical survey had given estimates of employment and unemployment on 

usual principal status (UPS) basis from various round of NSSO survey. In the meantime, the 

eleventh five year plan has largely used the current daily status (CDS) basis of estimation of 

employment and unemployment in the country. It has also been observed that the estimate 

based on daily status is the most inclusive rate of unemployment giving the average level of 

unemployment on a day during the survey year. It captures the unemployed days of the 

chronically unemployed, the unemployed day of usually employed who become intermittently 

unemployed during the reference week and unemployed days of those classified as employed 

according to the criterion of current weekly status. The estimates presented earlier also need 

revisiting so as to be based on population projections released by national commission on 

population. Estimates on employment and unemployment on CDS basis indicate that 

employment growth during 1999-2000 has accelerated significantly as compared to the growth 

witnessed during 1993-94 to 1999-2000. During 1999-2000 to 2004-05, about 47 million work 

opportunities were created compared to only 24 million in the period between 1993-94 and 

1999-2000.

Employment growth accelerated from 1.25 percent per annum to 2.62 percent per annum. 

However, since the labour force grew at a faster rate of 2.84 percent than the work force, 

unemployment rate also rose. The incidence of unemployment on CDS basis increased from 

7.31 percent in 1999-2000 to 8.28 percent in 2004-05. 

The decline in overall growth of employment during 1993-94 to 1999-2000 was largely 

due to the lower absorption in agriculture. The share of agriculture in total employment 

dropped from 61 percentto 57 percent. This trend continued and the share of agriculture in total 

employment further dropped to 52 percent in 2004-05. While the manufacturing sector’s share 

increased marginally during this period trade, hotel and restaurant sector contributed 

significantly higher to the over all employment that in Earlier years. The other important sectors 

whose shares in employment have increased are transport storage and communications apart 

from financial, insurance, real estate, business and community social personal services.

Labour force and Workforce participation Rates: 

Male participation remained higher both in labour and workforce, throughout the period 

between 1983 and 2004-05. Female participation present in rural areas was much higher than 
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urban areas. Urban male participation rates were higher than rural male participation in 1999-

In urban India in 2004-05 Trade hotel and restaurant sector had engaged about 28 percent of 

the male workers while manufacturing and other services sector accounted for nearly 24 and 

21 percent respectively of the usually employed males. On the other hand for urban female 

services sector accounted for the highest proportion 36 percent of the total usually employed 

followed by manufacturing 28 percent and agriculture 18 percent. Work opportunities for 

women in urban services and manufacturing sector probably exist but there is need for 
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facilitating and improving their WRP through better education, skill development and removal 

of gender associated hurdles like lack of caches etc. 

 

Employment in the Eleventh Plan: 

The eleventh plan envisages rapid growth in employment opportunities while ensuring 

improvement in the quality of employment. It recognizes the need to increase the share of 

regular employees in total employment and a corresponding reduction in casual employment. 

The employment generation strategy of the eleventh plan is also predicted on the reduction of 

under employment and the movement of surplus labour in agriculture sector to higher wage 

and more gainful employment in non-agriculture sector. Agriculture sector is projected to 

generate no increase in employment during the eleventh plan period. Employment in 

manufacturing is expected to grow at 4 percent while construction and transport and 

communication are expected to grow 8.2 percent and 7.6 percent respectively. The projected 

increase in total labour force during the eleventh plan is 45 million. As against this 58 million 

employment opportunities would be created in the eleventh plan. This would be greater than 

the projected increase in labour force leading to a reduction in the unemployment rate to below 

5 percent.
